 Welcome to worship! A part 

of what we do this morning is edify one another. What 

does it mean to be edified? Many people might say that 

being edified means to be encouraged, to feel better, or to 

have a better attitude. However, that is really not the cor-

rect definition of edify. The word means to improve the 

knowledge or morals of another. Do you think of edifica-

tion as being instructed by God’s Word? 

 In the Greek language, edification or “oikodomeo” 

means to build or set up one thing or another. This word is 

used when one is speaking of building a house. We can 

still hear a part of that original meaning in the English 

word edifice. In the New Testament, the word edification is 

often used to speak of imparting wisdom or knowledge to 

another person and by doing so, building them up. So, edi-

fication is not so much encouraging someone to feel better, 

as it is giving them tools and training in what will make 

them a better person. 

 There are several places in Scripture that encour-

age us to edify one another. In Romans 14:19 Paul’s desire 

is that we follow after those things that edify one another. 

In 1 Corinthians 10:23, Paul adds that there are some 

things that edify and some things that do not. In 1 Corin-

thians 14 Paul examines the problem of speaking in some 

language that no one else understands. There can be no 

edification if one does not understand the speaker. So, edi-

fication occurs when instruction is spoken in love. 

 Sunday mornings are a great time for all of us to 

spend some quality time in Bible instruction and concen-

trating on those things that will edify or build us up. If you 

have not been able to attend a Bible class on Sunday morn-

ing, give it a try. Beginning in March, a new set of classes 

will be offered by various men in the congregation. Sunday 

morning Bible class is an excellent opportunity to be edi-

fied through the wisdom of God’s Word. It is also an ex-

cellent time to learn more about your fellow brothers and 

sisters in a smaller classroom setting.  

 We encourage everyone to participate in the Bible 

class of their choice.
