A What a great God we worship! Last
> .'l\ week, God blessed us with several incredible days
-~ / ( of warmth and sunshine. Colorado’s natural
beauty provides for us a daily opportunity to re-
flect on God’s power and strength. In the Bible, several writers
use the power of the sun to teach a lesson about God. We cannot
look directly into the sun without causing damage to our eyes,
and if we are in the sun’s light long enough, it damages our skin.
Yet, the sun is what gives us heat and the energy for our crops to
grow. In the same way, we have a powerful God who can destroy
the universe, but He is also the one who sustains everything.

A good beginning verse as we look at some of the pas-
sages concerning our sun and our God is Psalm 74:16. The au-
thor takes a moment to praise his God by proclaiming, “The day
is yours, and yours also the night; you established the sun and the
moon.” God is the creator, and He created the most prominent
objects in our sky, the sun and the moon. As important as the sun
is in our lives, God is much more significant than even the sun,
because He created it.

Psalm 104:19 has an interesting concept for the reader
to think about. “The moon marks off the seasons, and the sun
knows when to go down.” This passage explains the wonderful
workings of God. His wisdom causes the universe to work just
right in order for man to live. He set up the proper time for na-
ture’s events to occur. Again, this is a wonderful Psalm in praise
of a wise and knowing Father, who understands how everything
works.

Finally, 1 would like for us to think about one more
verse. Psalm 84:11 might just link God to the sun in the most
direct way of any passage in the Bible. “For the Lord God is a
sun and shield; The Lord bestows favor and honor; no good thing
does he withhold from those whose walk is blameless.” What a
powerful statement for God and for Christians! The Lord is our
sun and shield. He has given us a promise in this verse. If it is
good, God will give it to us. Like the sun supplying that which
the earth needs for life, God promises to give us all the good
things we need to be the people He needs us to be. Do you be-
lieve it? Could He be that gracious and loving? As easy as it is
for the sun to warm the earth, God will give you and | all good
things, the things that will be a true blessing in our lives. Trust
Him this morning to be that kind of God.
