Do You Really Want To Know? 
 

Have you ever noticed how most kids are 

not afraid to tell you how they feel, regard-

less of the subject matter?  When some-

thing hurts, they share that information with anyone and 

everyone.  If you have children, do you remember when 

dad tried to read a book to one of them, but the child would 

have none of it?  “No, I want Mommy to read the book!” 

was the resounding final word on the subject.     

          Though it can be painful at times, a child’s open-

ness and honesty can be refreshing.  A child has not yet 

learned how to be subtle.  Children are never pretentious or 

patronizing.  In fact, children model the teaching of Jesus 

to “let your yes be yes and your no be no.”   

     As we get older, most of us learn a little more 

tact.  We would get ourselves into a lot of trouble other-

wise.  However, a part of this “growing up” causes us to be 

less than truthful in all that we say.  We even trick our-

selves into believing that we are stronger if people can’t 

really read us or know what is going on in our lives.   

          We ask each other, “How are you?”, and we say, 

“Just great!”  I know there is a difference between the 

“How are you?” that is simply a polite greeting and when it 

is a real question.  But even when it is a real question, most 

of us smile and utter some simple word or phrase, “I’m 

fine.”  We tend to give two excuses for doing this.  First, 

we feel the need to appear like we have it all to-

gether.  Also, we don’t want to burden anyone with our 

problems. 

         In regards to the first excuse, no one really has it 

all together.  We might as well stop pretending when con-

fronted with a person who is actually asking us “how we 

are doing.”  The second excuse appears to be selfless, but 

it, too, is really self-serving.  We are called to bear one an-

other’s burdens, pray for each other, and serve one an-

other.  We cannot fulfill our Christian commitments to one 

another if we are not open and honest about our lives.  Yes, 

people are busy.  Yes, when we share what is really going 

on in our lives, we are opening ourselves up to ridi-

cule.  But, when a brother or sister is really asking us how 

we are doing, a little bit of sharing can open some powerful 

doors.   

          I know that there are good reasons for not sharing 

our burdens with just anyone who asks, but to keep them 

completely to ourselves is to cut ourselves off from the 

community of Christ in our time of need.  As Christians, 

we have an excellent opportunity to have others pray for us 

by name and specifically asking God to help.  Also, we 

have others who have been in that situation, who under-

stand, and who might have some answer to a difficult ques-

tion we are facing.  Yes, we can learn a lot from 

kids.  They never hesitate to say, “Mommy it hurts!”  We, 

too, from time to time should seek out counsel and perhaps 

find love, wisdom, and comfort from our brothers and sis-

ters.
