Greetings to the family of

God!

What a blessing to be a part of
God’s family. Like any family, we all
have different talents and responsibili-
ties. A big thank you goes out to one of our N
family members, Jerry Geiger, who shoveled N
snow multiple times over the last few days to &
keep the church building accessible. Having a &=
church family is so much more than being a member
of a club.

Proverbs 3 highlights some of the challenges
and the blessings of having a family. The writer states,
“forget not the law, to keep the commandments.” A
part of being a family is to challenge one another to
learn and follow the fundamentals. Our family is a
place to learn about God. All of us prosper when our
children are taught in the Bible classes, when the
adults are learning to be more faithful, and when all of
us are praising and worshiping the Lord together.
Verse 4 of Proverbs 3 tells us to “not let mercy and
truth forsake us.” Our family is a place of forgive-
ness. Nowhere else can this be found to such a degree
as in the body of Christ. All of us are sinners. All of
us need the gospel. All of us need forgiveness.

The writer continues with a challenge to “trust
in the Lord and acknowledge Him.” The world is
filled with worry and distrust. Get out of the way or
hurry up, or you may get run over. But, in the church
it should not be that way. Our family is a place of
trust. We have a responsibility to each other to do
what is best for each other, to allow trust to bloom and
prosper. God has promised to work everything out for
our good, and we too must promise to do what is best
for each other.

Verses 7 and 8 then encourage us to “be not
wise in our own eyes, but to depart from evil.” Our
family is a place of support and encouragement. Since
we are all sinners, we know that all of us have strug-
gles. We do not look down on each other, but, instead
we want to build each other up in the fight against
temptation and sin. Finally, verses 9 and 10 tell us to
“honor the Lord with the firstfruits.” Our family is a
place to honor the Lord. We can do that in many
ways. A part of this honoring of God is to offer up
financial support for the body. But, our family does so
much more. We offer up our children as future ser-
vants and supporters of the family. We offer up our
time and energy to make sure that the body grows and
that the Lord is glorified. Yes, being a part of the fam-
ily here is such a great blessing!
