‘ Welcome to a family that believes in
"“ God and His Son, Jesus Christ! There has
\ ‘ been a lot written and discussed in the last

few weeks online and in news articles about
a new study that shows that less people are
calling themselves Christians, and more people are identifying
themselves as nothing or “none” when asked about religious
affiliation. Below is part of a recent article about this study.

The nation has grown less religious in the last two
decades with a 10 percent drop in the number of people who
call themselves Christians and increases in all 50 states
among those who are not aligned with any faith. Between
1990 and 2008, the percentage of Americans who identified
themselves as Christian dropped from 86 percent to 76 per-
cent, reports the new American Religious Identification Sur-
vey, a wide-ranging survey released March 9.

The group that researchers call the "Nones™ are usu-
ally called atheists, agnostics, or secularists. This group has
almost doubled in that time period, from 8.2 percent to 15
percent. And, in a further indication of growing secularism,
more than a quarter of Americans, 27 percent, said they do
not expect to have a religious funeral when they die.

"Traditionally, historically, people are interested in
their immortal soul, salvation, heaven and hell,” said Barry
Kosmin, the co-author of the survey and director of the Insti-
tute for the Study of Secularism in Society and Culture at
Trinity College in Connecticut. "If you don't have a religious
funeral, you're probably not interested in heaven and hell."

Though the largest increase in "Nones" occurred be-
tween 1990 and 2001 (from 8.2 percent to 14.1 percent), Kos-
min said more people have been willing to identify them-
selves as atheist or agnostic in the last seven years. "There's
the anti-religious group among what we call the “Nones,”” he
said, "but then the kind of nonreligious, the irreligious have
also increased."

More than ever, our world needs the gospel. Many
people we come into contact with have simply never heard of
the gospel and what it means for their lives. In some ways,
this is good news. They have no preconceived notions and
might be willing to take a new look at God’s Word. On the
other hand, more than ever, we need to affirm the essentials of
the Christian faith. Our identity must be shaped by faith in
the Creator God, the deity of Jesus, the cross as God’s power
to save, the resurrection of Jesus from the grave, and Scripture
as God’s revelation of His will. Jesus makes it clear in Luke
11:23, “You are either for me or against me.” Let’s continue
to be for Jesus!
