 Have you ever been asked if you are some-

one else?  Perhaps you were stopped in an airport or 

while visiting another congregation on your vaca-

tion you were stopped and told how you look just 

like someone else.  Or worse, has someone else 

actually stolen your identity and taken out a loan or 

used your credit to purchase something?   

            Police in southern Germany had a huge problem with 

mistaken identity over the last 15 years as reported by the BBC 

News.  It seems that a woman’s DNA evidence had been found 

at the crime scene of six murders.  Over time, her DNA was 

found at an additional 34 crime scenes.  Officials began to worry 

that a female serial killer was on the loose, killing others and 

committing additional crimes.  However, in March authorities 

discovered the truth.  It seems a factory worker who was in-

volved in making the cotton swabs used for evidence collecting 

had contaminated some swabs inadvertently.  Wow!  It took 40 

matches before they figured it out.  Talk about having your iden-

tity stolen!  It is a relief that this woman was not arrested and put 

on trial for crimes that she did not commit.            

            But there is a time when it is a good thing to be identified 

as someone else.  When this identity transfer occurs, there are 

eternal consequences.  Paul explains in Galatians 2:20, “I have 

been crucified with Christ; and it is no longer I who live, but 

Christ lives in me; and the life which I now live in the flesh I live 

by faith in the Son of God, who loved me and gave Himself up 

for me.”  When did I assume the identity of Christ?  When did I 

put on Christ?   Paul will tell us in Colossians 2:12 that at bap-

tism we were buried with Him and raised with Him.  At baptism, 

I  died, and Christ assumed my identity.  This is truly amazing, 

because there will be a court room scene and a judge who will 

look at all the evidence.  Who will He identify?  A sinner lost in 

a myriad of sins and unable to do anything about it, or a perfect 

sinless son who has the right to spend eternity with Him?  We 

can praise our Father for the identity switch He has made for us 

through baptism.
