Celebrate Freedom!

On the night before Jesus died, He

» ; gathered His disciples together in the up-

per room to eat the Passover meal. Jews
had been meeting together for many years to celebrate the
Passover, a special meal designed by God to commemorate
their ancestors leaving the bondage of Egypt. Israel had
been slaves for many years in the land of Egypt, and in
order for them to escape, God had sent a series of
plagues. Only with the last plague, the death of the first-
born, did Egypt’s Pharaoh agree to let the slaves go. The
firstborn of Israel were protected from the death angel by
the blood of a lamb. Their Passover meal celebrated their
freedom from slavery and their protection from the angel
of death.

It was during this time of celebration that Jesus in-
stituted our celebration of freedom, the
Lord’s Supper. We, too, have been re-
leased from captivity. The bonds of sin
had enslaved us to a miserable life. Ro-
mans 6:17 reminds us of our former cap-
tivity and the special position we now enjoy as Christians.
Paul writes, “But thanks be to God that though you were
slaves of sin, you became obedient from the heart to that
form of teaching to which you were committed, and having
been freed from sin, you became slaves of righteousness.”

Yes, the Lord’s Supper is a memorial to His
death. His death makes it possible for us to have salva-
tion. His death allows us to enjoy freedom. So, it is right
that we remember His death on the cross and solemnly
proclaim His death as our only hope, our only path to sal-
vation. But, it is also right to celebrate the freedom He has
given us, as Paul will remind us in Galatians 5:1, “It was
for freedom that Christ set us free; therefore keep standing
firm and do not be subject again to a yoke of slavery.”
