After reading about a recent situation in

Seattle, | must ask, “Does anyone have any

common sense anymore?” Do we always stop

to ponder the next course of action that we are

going to take? Do we examine the consequence of that

action? This is what happened in Seattle. It seems the

water department had charged customers $45 for servicing

hydrants.

So,

the water department had to issue a refund for $45 to each

customer. Unfortunately, the general fund did not have the

cash. So, you guessed it, what does the government do

when it needs more money? A $59 surcharge was im-

posed on each customer, so that they could each be paid

back the $45. Where did the excess go you ask? The gov-

ernment had to charge the extra funds to pay the attorneys
who had filed the lawsuit in the first place!

As Christians, we need to be careful to think before
we speak. James will write in chapter 1 verse 19, “This you
know, my beloved brethren. But everyone must be quick to
hear, slow to speak and slow to anger.” Without thinking
we often say things that we would never have allowed our-
selves to speak if only we had paused and thought for a
few minutes. Unfortunately, once it has been said, our
pride often hinders us from taking it back. We refuse to
change our mind and then support a position that we never
intended to support. As Christians, we want our words to
be seasoned with reflection and love, so that we do not
hurt someone else, and so that we can honor God with our
lips.
