Article was entitled “Congregation Development” 

 

Considering Growth 

 

1.  We tried that before.  Don’t be too sure that ideas that were 

tried and didn’t work are bad ideas.  Many a terrific idea has 

failed simply because it was poorly executed. 

 

2.  It’s too radical a change.  Often times a radical change is ex-

actly what’s needed. 

 

3.  We’re too small for it.  Another way of saying no and sound-

ing profound without valid, supporting reasons it’s a meaningless 

comment.   

 

4.  That would make our present way of doing it obsolete.  The 

company which refused to consider changes that would outmode 

existing systems or equipment would be headed for the junk 

pile.   

 

5.  We’ve never done it before.  All the more reason why it may 

be well worthwhile. 

 

6.  Why change it?  It’s still working OK.  The group which 

never changes anything as long as it works will never grow.   

 

7.  Can’t teach an old dog new tricks.  People can learn new 

things at any age - if they want to learn and if you’re willing to 

teach them.
