IN MEXICO 
     Each year, more than fifteen congre-

gations travel to the Baja peninsula of 

Mexico to conduct week long activities 

for the City of Children orphanage and 

to help with Baja Missions, composed of several 

congregations along the coast.  These week long 

trips are an outstanding opportunity to see first hand 

the mission field and to become personally in-

volved.  Ensenada, Mexico is famous for its beaches 

and tourism.  But just beyond the beautiful shores 

exist poverty conditions and thousands who need to 

hear the gospel.  Should you decide to make this 

journey, many lives, including yours, may be 

changed.  There will be multiple meetings to pre-

pare you for the trip.  Passports will need to be se-

cured, air travel arranged, and preparations made to 

visit another culture.  The week we spend in Mexico 

will be fun but challenging.    

            Baja Missions and City of Children have 

been inviting 15 or more congregations each year to 

their summer activities for many years.  Every de-

tail of the trip will be planned out.  Baja Missions 

provides a fleet of vans, 2 trucks and trailers and a 

small bus, housed at the City, for mission team use 

during the one week visit.  During the week, we 

may serve the Lord by building church facilities, 

homes for the poor, provide medical, dental and op-

tometry clinics, classes, Vacation Bible Schools, 

Gospel meetings, food relief for the poor, barbering, 

meals and visits.  Please plan to attend a short meet-

ing directly after the morning services on December 

15th to learn more about this great opportunity.
